A tag will be available to detach from your bib and use a tag for bib
collection at bag drop with the same number to attach to your bag
and handover to our staff where we can look after your items as you
enjoy your run. 

BAG DROP
Bag collection will be at BOXPARK which will open at 8:30am until
12:00pm. Your bib includes an accompanying bag drop tag.

NEAREST CAR PARKS 
Wembley Park is offering your first 3 hours of parking in the Red
car park free of charge when you validate your ticket at any
BOXPARK bar and show a valid BOXPARK Black Card.

Free parking is available only if you park for less than 3 hours. If
you exceed 3 hours you will be charged £1 per hour for the entire
period.

This year we will be taking over BOXPARK for our Festival Village with
a range of tasty food options including Vegan and Halal meal options.

WHAT’S NEW?
 

BOXPARK FESTIVAL VILLAGE
For the first time, we’re bringing the Festival Village indoors.
BOXPARK will host our official Festival Village — a space to
connect, refuel, learn from innovating Founders and celebrate.
Music, food vendors, and a vibe that carries the energy of the
race straight into the rest of your day

FULL 5K ROAD CLOSURE 
For the first time ever, we’ve secured a full road closure for our
Community 5km route. It’s a huge milestone for our growing
Festival - it means you can enjoy a clear, uninterrupted course
right through the heart of the Estate! The team has worked
tirelessly all year to make this happen, and it marks a big step
forward in building the infrastructure to support even larger
crowds in the future.

To celebrate this progress, we’re introducing our first official
race medal — The Compass Rose. It’s a symbol of direction,
movement, and purpose, and it’s something every finisher can
wear with pride. We’ve also added chip timing to ensure accurate
results across all race formats, and expanded our volunteer to
keep things smooth and efficient on race day.

NEW ADDITION WOMEN’S STREET RACE
We have pioneered our incredible Street Race Relay format with
the introduction of the Women’s Street Race. As more active
spaces open up and more women take to the streets, we wanted
to create a race that celebrates that. It’s about visibility,
representation, and creating space for women to lead from the
front.

Overall, 13 teams from some of London’s finest run communities
will go head-to-head in a fast-paced showdown with the mixed
race returning. Last year’s winners ‘Ldn slct’ look to defend their
title against some new additions such as run crew royalty Run
dem crew; Overtime Club; Pana Run Club; Povs Run Club. It’s
fast, competitive and only one crew will come out on top.

STREET RACE RULES 

WHAT ARE THE RACE RULES?

Race 1: Traditional Relay qualifying. All teams will go head to head in a
relay to determine the places for the elimination rounds. 

Race 2: Pick up race. Each round you pick up a team player. Every team
must finish together in a team of 6. Top teams on each side will go
through.

Race 3: Fallout race. Final 4 showdown. Each round a team player drops
out of the pack. The final person takes it home.
